Travel Arrangements 

 Each country is responsible for organizing their own transport and all 
necessary arrangements to and from their place of accommodation on 
arrival and departure days. Buses and shuttles will run between the team 
accommodation venues and the stadium on all four competition days. A 
timetable will be issued to all Team Managers on arrival.

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8. ACCOMMODATION 

 
Accommodation for Competitors and Officials 

 Golden Shears NZ will be responsible for arranging accommodation for 
competitors, team managers and World Council members.  
 
This will include the cost of accommodation, including breakfast, for four 
nights from Wednesday 29th February, Thursday 1 March, Friday 2nd March 
and Saturday 3rd March. All competitors, team managers and World Council 
members will be accommodated at the Copthorne Hotel and Resort 
(www.millenniumhotels.co.nz/copthornewairarapa ) or neighboring 
accommodation, approximately 6 minutes drive by vehicle from the 
Masterton War Memorial Stadium. Any teams arriving earlier than 
Wednesday 29th February will need to arrange their own accommodation. 
We may be able to provide some assistance with this, if notified prior to 1 
January 2012. 
 
Please complete and return registration FORMS 1, 2 and 3, to ensure 
accommodation arrangements. 
 
Organized accommodation for teams and officials is not transferrable. 

Accommodation for Partners 

 Accommodation can be arranged for partners of officials and competitors, 
but this will be at their own expense. Please ensure that the details of all 
partner accommodation requirements are included on the 
ACCOMMODATION, FUNCTIONS & TICKETS FORM (FORM4) and returned 
by 20 October 2011. 
 
Accommodation costs for partners will need to be paid for in advance.  
 
Judges are required to be in attendance for a total of six nights.  If their 
partners are staying for the same period of time, there will be an extra cost 
of $90 per night. 

Accommodation for World Judges 

 Golden Shears NZ will be arranging accommodation for World Judges.  
This will include the cost of accommodation and breakfast for six nights 
from Monday 27th February  until and including Saturday 3rd March. World 
Judges will be accommodated at a selection of motels, approximately 5 
minutes by vehicle from the stadium. If World Judges are arriving any 
earlier than Monday 27th February they will need to arrange their own 
accommodation. We may be able to provide some assistance with this. 
 
Please complete and return registration FORM 3, to ensure timely 
accommodation arrangements.

 Golden Shears NZ is unable to arrange accommodation for supporters, but

Demand for accommodation during the World Golden Shears 
Championships is very high. We strongly recommend that you book 
accommodation as soon as possible.  

 

 

9. JUDGES 

 
All countries that are current members of the Golden Shears World Council are 
invited to submit one woolhandling judge and one shearing judge for the 2012 
World Championships, closing date 30 October 2011. Completing and submitting 
FORMS 1 and 3 can confirm this. 
 
For those non-member countries wishing to have judges considered, we invite a 
nomination to be submitted to attend and participate in the Judges Workshop. If the 
Chief Referee is satisfied of a certain standard being reached an invitation may be 
extended to judge in the NZ Golden Shears events (not World events). Numbers will 
be limited, so your early attention to this is encouraged to avoid disappointment. 
Please use the Registration Form, FORM 3, and ensure all fields are filled out. 
 
It is important to note that judges will need to be fit and mobile, as judges will be 
judging the NZ Golden Shears as well as the World events. This means there will be 
four full days and nights of judging, as well as a full day Judges Workshop. 
 
A dress code of black shoes, black trousers/black skirts will apply whilst judging.  
Shirts and ties will be provided.  Please ensure you provide your shirt size when 
completing FORM 3.  
 
The Chief Referee and Woolhandling Referee will facilitate the Judges Workshops. 
 
We wish to refer here to the requirements for submitting judges as per the Golden 
Shears World Council Regulations and Country Specifics 2012, and reiterate that 
these rules will be observed: 
 
1 World Council Member Countries will be asked to nominate a Shearing Judge 

and a Woolhandling Judge with proven experience. 

 

6. (a) … Shearing Judges appointed must be conversant with current Golden Shears 

World Championship, Golden Shears International Shearing Rules and any 

World Council approved Shearing Rules, (if applicable). 

 

Woolhandling Judges appointed must be conversant with the current Golden 

Shears World Championship, World Woolhandling, and any World Council 

approved Woolhandling Rules, (if applicable). 

 

6 (f) Prior to commencement of World Championships a minimum four hours to 
be set aside for practice, briefing and assessment of judges. Judges who do not 

attend will not be included in World Championship rosters.  
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Judges Workshop 

These compulsory workshops will be held on Tuesday 28th February 2012, 
commencing at 9am. Judges will be collected from their accommodation and 
transported to the workshop on farm venues approximately 10 minutes from 
Masterton. Expect to be at the venue all day with lunch provided. 

The content of the workshop will be hands on, practical and will cover all aspects of 
judging criteria and best practice. All judges are expected to be actively involved. 

A Judges dinner will be hosted that evening at The Wool Shed: National Museum of 
Sheep and Shearing, 12 Dixon St, Masterton.  Partners are welcome to attend. There 
is no cost.
